The City of Upland wishes to notify the Public of the following extensions to temporary closures of City 
Facilities and Activities announced on March 17, 2020. 

Upland City Hall will remain closed to the public through the end of April or until further notice. City 
operations will continue to provide essential services. Staff will be available to provide service and answer 
questions by phone and email.

The Upland Police Department is fully operational; however access to the lobby is restricted through the 
end of April or until further notice. Police Department: (909) 946-7624 

The Upland Public Library will remain closed through the end of April or until further notice. During the 
closure period staff will be performing a thorough cleaning of the facility. Library: (909) 931-4200 

The Upland Gibson Senior Center will be closed through the end of April or until further notice. The Gibson 
Senior Center is closed for all recreation programs through May 3. ON-SITE Congregate Nutrition Meal 
Service for our seniors is cancelled and has been transitioned to a distributed meal program. If you have
